3194 Billecart-Salmon, Cuvée Nicolas Frangois Brut Millésime ‘18 475
310 Billecart-Salmon “le Clos Saint-Hilaire” Brut ‘07 950

Champagne Billecart-Salmon has been around since 1818, wwhen Nicolas Francois and Elisabeth
Salmon were married, he joined forces with his brother-in-law Luis Salmon to create these beautiful cham-
pagnes we know today. The first vintage of Cuvee Nicolas Francgois was released in 1964 as an homage to the
founder Nicolas Francois, this wine is blended from Grand Cru vineyards only, offering a rich and balanced
champagne. The Clos Saint-Hilaire is a uniqgue Blanc de Noirs cuvee is named after the patron saint of Mreuil
sur-AY. This one-hectare Clos satisfies strict standards: a single, enclosed, continuous parcel, with its oun com-
plete winemaking facilities on site. The vines, planted and nurtured since 1964, express all the characteristics of
the finest crus. IMade exclusively from Pinot Noir and vinified in barrels, this remarkably typical single-cru wine
encapsulates an entire world in a great, profound and singular wine with wonderful ageing potential.

3102 Krug “Clos du Mesnil” Brut Blanc de Blancs ‘06 2750
3103 Krug Brut ‘N 750

Krug Clos du Mesnil 2006 exalts the extreme purity of one of the finest terroirs in Champagne —a
single walled plot of vines, the Clos du Mesnil —and of a single grape variety, Chardonnay - from a single year,
2006,

Capturing the delightful contrast of a paradoxical climate, Krug 2011 is the expression of an
upredictable year split in tuo, with seasons reversed. A surprising Krug story allying finesse and pouwer, it uas
nicknamed “‘Spirited Roundness” by the Tasting Committee.

BURGUNDY /PINOT NOIR

3702 Volnay, Dom. Franc¢ois Gaunoux, ler Cru “le Clos des Chénes” ‘08 1.5 litre 525
The Gaunoux family has been living in the Céte d'Or since the sixteenth century. Francois
Gaunoux has been working the vines since the age of 15. Francois was the son of the famous Henri Gaunoux,
a winegrower in Pommard, who is now deceased. An avant-garde winemaker, he has been able to combine
modernism and tradition. The Volnay Ter Cru Clos des Chénes is an outstanding example of Volnay elegance
atits best. This vintage demonstrates the ageing capacity of Gaunoux wines when they are stored in good
conditions. These elements give the wines both elegance and power. The Clos des Chénes appellation is a deep
red; Its bouquet is rich in red fruits, with woody notes. This is a powerful but elegant wine that is perfectly bal-
anced.

3612 Duksy Goose “Fennwood Vineyard” (Yamhill-Carlton) ‘18 225
This is a benchmark expression of Pinot Noir from the renowned marine sedimentary soils of the
Yamhill-Carlton AVA. Fennuwood's diverse mix of clones brings depth and complexity to each vintage.

Notes on this vintage: aromatic layers of black cherry, vanilla cola, and sarsparilla lead into a palate of
blackberry and currant, balanced by bright acidity and a chocolatey richness.

BORDEAUX
3606 Grand Vin de Chateau Latour, ler Grand Cru Classé (Pauillac) ‘14 1850

Chateau Latour's Grand Vin is made exclusively from “vieilles vignes” an average of 60 years old,
in the Enclos. The Enclos is the only terroir that, every year, can produce the depth,elegance and concentration
that we expect of the Grand Vin. This Ist Growth Bordeaux needs time, often a decade before they begin to be
ready for drinking. These wines can develop for several decades with ease. Chateau Latour is known for having
the ability to produce fine wines even in difficult years.

OTHER RED

3610 Chdateau de Salvagnac “extrait No. 1520 (Corbieres) ‘07 Nn75
Mourvedre, Syrah, Carignan, Grenache. This “extract” represents the quintessence of property.The

best plots and the best grapes are once again selected for your greatest pleasure. The dominant Mourvedre

is even more present with exceptionally fine and delicate tannins. This wine is only produced in exceptional vin-

tages and in very small quantities.
